Flowers: mauvish-blue, lilac (rarely white), tubular, about 30-50 mm long, produced in loose, pyramidal sprays at the ends of usually leafless branchlets, Fruits: broadly oval, flattish, woody capsules, green turning brown; seeds flat, winged.

	
	Flowering:
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	Important aspects of Biology:

Jacaranda produces prolific numbers of viable seed which are dispersed by wind.  It coppices vigorously when damaged and as such control must involve the use of herbicides to kill root stock.  Young plants susceptible to frost which tends to limit its spread.  

	Planning: 
Because of its deciduous nature, Jacaranda should only be treated in the summer months when it is actively growing.  
Followup should be done before the trees flower.  

	Mondi Prescribed Treatments:

Stump treatments:  The only option for jacaranda.  
Mature single stemmed large trees:  Ringbark with herbicide
